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M r. President - Can I have an Interview?
(Editor's note: Brought to you my proper demand
f rom last month's meeting- Merc u ry News Report e r
at Large, ala Carla Schwartz, interviewing Pre s i d e n t
Abraham Lincoln, ala Bill Peck) 
At Large: Well, this is a real thrill ,  Mr.
Lincoln.  Can I call you Abe?
Lincoln: Who are you?
At Large: I'm Carla Schwartz, the highly
esteemed at large writer for the Mercury News.
Lincoln: Call me Mr. President.
At Large: Sure.  You can me Carla.
Lincoln: Carla?  Is that a 20th century name?
There has certainly been a disintegration in the
distinction of christian names since my time.
At Large: Yeah, like your name.  I prefer
Abraham.  I had a grandpa Abraham.  He had a
beard too.  Lots of distinction there.  
L i n c o l n: Thank you.  To what do I owe this
interview?  I have not been politically active in
some time.
At Large: Yes, and we are the worse for it, sir.
I blame it on television.  That's just one of the
changes since your time.  It's been kind of
downhill.  With your 185th birthday, I figured
you might have something important to say.  
Lincoln: I haven't had anything to say in four
score and 49 years.  Although that 'four score'
speech was certainly impressive, don't you
think?  Wrote it myself on a paper bag.  Do
you know the one I mean, young lady?
At Large: Oh, I sure do.  We still recite that
one.  The Civil War is talked about all the time.
Lots of  movies.   You should have seen
'Gettysburg' with Martin Sheen, great flick.
Lincoln: I don't remember a Martin Sheen.
At Large: He was Robert E. Lee.
Lincoln: Really?  The old imposter!

At Large: Sheen is a modern actor.
Lincoln: I do not care for actors.
At Large: I know.  What I wanted to talk
about was our civil rights movement, the way
it is now in 1994.  Of course, civil rights owes
a lot to you, Mr. President.  Well, in truth, it
owes everything to you.
Lincoln: What is a civil rights movement?
At Large: It's an effort to ensure the rights of
the Black community.  To create equality.
Lincoln: I thought I did that.
At Large: Well, you certainly got it started, sir.
But there have been hitches.
Lincoln: You mean, slavery has returned?
At Large: Oh, no, not at all.  Nothing like that.
It's just that making a man free doesn't neces-
sarily make him--well, you know--free.  I mean
Martin Luther King Jr. said, "free at last, free at
last" and he was talking about his dream, his
unfulfilled dream.
L i n c o l n : Ah, the blacks have an important
spokesman.
At Large: U n f o r t u n a t e l y, he was shot and
killed.  We still have that sort of thing, just as
in your time.
Lincoln: When a great voice is stilled, ;it does
not still his cause.  There are other voices to
carry on.
At Large: Yes sir.  That's the truth.  T h o u g h
the other voices only get heard once in a while.
And sometimes there are opposite voices.  It
gets very noisy.  At least, that's the way it's
been around here in the last few decades.
L i n c o l n : It was always thus.  Douglas was
noisy.  I was heard.
At Large: Beautifully put, Mr President.
Unfortunately, we've had a lot of killing.  Guns
going off all the time.  We lost President
Garfield and President McKinley and President
Kennedy.
Lincoln: And what were the reasons?
At Large: Well, that's a strange thing.  We ' r e
not always sure of the reasons.  We're still
debating who killed Kennedy and why.  Yo u
would have liked him, Mr. President.  He too,
asked the nation for sacrifice.  But he was
assassinated.  I'm really sorry to tell you all
this.
Lincoln: I was always worried about America.
We are an admirable, but violent people, I fear.
At Large: Yes.
Lincoln: Tell me, young lady, was this martin
Luther King fellow at all like me?
At Large: Oh, yes.  He was a great orator.
Like you.  And he was a magnificent leader.
You know, we celebrate his birthday now, just
as we do yours.
Lincoln: Indeed.  You celebrate a Black man's
birthday?  That does seem to indicate that the
emancipation procla-

mation had its effect.
At Large: Oh, you ought to see our times.  We
have famous Black writers and athletes.  We
have Blacks-many prefer to be called African-
Americans - in congress.  And we've had two
African-Americans on the Supreme Court.
Lincoln: Indeed.  So our brave soldiers did not
die in vain.
At Large: Well, we do have a ways to go.
Blacks on the whole still have an awful strug-
gle.  Some don't live much better than in your
time.  There's a lot of hate in our land still.  A
lot of racism still.
Lincoln: Still?  But what of the government of
the people, by the people and for the people.
Surely that has not perished?
At Large: Oh no.  But, well, you know people.
We're working on it. 
L i n c o l n : Young lady, it is a long time since
1865.  You should have perfected it by now.
At Large: Well, I think the problem is the
Republicans.
Lincoln: Young Lady, I was a Republican!
At Large: I'm sorry, no offense.  Maybe poli-
tics has changed.
Lincoln: Nonsense.  Politics never changes.
You must be resolute.  It is for you, the living,
to be dedicated to the great task remaining.
Remember our new nation was conceived in
l i b e r t y, dedicated to the proposition that all
men are created equal.
At Large: All persons, sir.
Lincoln: You must see to it that this nation,
under God, shall have a new birth of freedom!
At Large: That's beautiful, Mr President.
That's the quote I was looking for.  I'm so glad
you gave me this interview.  It'll blow my edi-
tor's mind.
Lincoln: Pardon me?
At Large: She'll be impressed.  She thinks I do
it a lot.
L i n c o l n : It's my pleasure, young lady.
Journalists have their place.  By the way, who
is it that reads your writings?  Will the world
know of this?  It is my first interview in some
time.
At Large: Oh, indeed.  I  am renowned.  Well,
sort of.  Sometimes.  Well, my friend reads me.
Lincoln: Alas, I feel the world will little note
nor long remember what we say here, ..uh,
Carla.
At Large: Yes, Mr. President.  That's how it's
been.  But thanks anyway, and happy birthday
come next February.

100 Years After Its Founding,
the UDC is Going Strong

Celebrating its centennial anniversary,
the United Daughters of the

Confederacy still shows its fighting spirit
as Congress recently discovere d .
For many Southern women, the Civil

War never ended.  They had lost husbands,
brothers and sons during the
bloody conflict while working
farms, sewing uniforms and
rolling bandages for the
wounded and staffing hospi-
tals throughout the devastated
South.  Afterward, they aided
the survivors and honored the
dead, forming memorial soci-
eties, cemetery associations
and homes for Confederate
veterans.

One of the largest of
these organizations is the
25,000-member United
Daughters of the Confederacy,
which in October celebrated its 100th
anniversary in Richmond-the capital of the
C o n f e d e r a c y.  The UDC's members, aged
16 and older, are descendants of men and
women who served Dixie in the armed ser-
vices or who provided material aid to the
South.

O r i g i n a l l y, there were three larg e
women's groups: The Daughters of the
Confederacy in Missouri, the Ladies
Auxiliary of the Confederate Soldiers'
Home in Tennessee and the Savannah
Auxiliary to the Confederate
Veterans in Georgia.  A n n
Davenport Raines, president of
the Georgia group, suggested
that the various state groups
"should have one name and one
badge all  over the South, " and
they agreed to honor Va r i n a
Anne "Winnie" Davis, daughter
of Jefferson Davis, who in 1886
had been introduced by
General. John B. Gordon to an
applauding throng as "the
daughter of the Confederacy."

In 1894, the various groups met in
Nashville and created the United
Daughters of the Confederacy.   In that
meeting, the group described its o objec-
tives as "social, literary, historical, monu-
mental, benevolent and honorable in every
degree, without any political signification
whatever."

The UDC has been called the monu-
ment-builder of the South: Nearly every
court-house lawn in the South boasts a
memorial erected by  the organization -
those that grace Arlington Cemetery and
Richmond are of

particular interest.  Last year,
when the deplorable condition of

Ulysses Grant's tomb in New York was
revealed, the group was among the first to
contribute restoration funds.

But by the time the UDC was incor-
porated in 1919, its goals had become
more attuned to the times: with patriotism
and benevolence of foremost importance.
The UDC has undertaken numerous good

causes and helped out during
the two world wars.  During
World War I, for example, the
UDC donated money and
assistance to the A m e r i c a n
Military Hospital in France and
sent donations to help care for
French and Belgian orphans.  It
also was a top seller of US War
Bonds - more than $24 million
worth.

More recently, the
UDC sent thousands of care
packages to Desert Storm
troops, and the group contin-
ues to donate thousands of dol-
lars and hours to Department

of Veterans A ffairs hospitals and nursing
homes.

In addition, the group awards more
than $220,000 in scholarships each year to
young men and women of Confederate
descent - on of which is earmarked for
women over the age of 30 who have never
been to college.  The UDC also bestows
merit awards upon students at the service
academies.

In short, the UDC prides itself on a
low-key approach to
charitable work, history
and patriotism.  Although
the group is firmly apolit-
ical, it was drawn unwit-
tingly into front-page
prominence two years
ago.

The brouhaha con-
cerned the UDC's
insignia, which is under a
patent that must be
renewed by Congress
every 14 years.  T h e

renewal had been a routine matter since
1900, but in the summer of 1992, Sen.
Carol Moseley-Braun, a Democrat from
Illinois, translated the patent vote into a
pro-racism vote.  After a vitriolic attack on
the UDC, Moseley-Braun was able to con-
vince enough senators to cancel the renewal.

For the "gentle ladies of the UDC,"
the charge of racism came as a rude shock
- the first such criticism the group had
faced in i ts  100-year  existence.   In
response, the group's members did some-
thing uncharacteristic: They fought back.

Because of the nature of its charter

and work, the UDC cannot legally lobby
or protest as a group.  But thousands of
individual members - and supportive non-
members - wrote, called or wired their leg-
islators.  Some senators reported that it
was one of the biggest responses they had
ever seen to a failed bill.

In one way, however, the patent
debacle and resulting  backlash worked in
the UDC's favor; it gave the group unex-
pected publicity, and membership
increased.
